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INTRODUCTION

Dear students to be and their parents,

The Coordination Body’s Office shall, in 2015, grant scholarships to young persons that wish to study at the faculties of the University of Novi Sad or at the University of Belgrade’s Faculty of Philology – the Department for the Albanian Language and Literature.  

The information sheet contains the information on the Coordination Body’s call for applications for granting scholarships to future students. 1. Requirements for applying for scholarship 

In 2015, the Coordination Body’s Office is going to award scholarships to young persons that wish to study at one of the faculties of the University of Novi Sad or at the University of Belgrade’s Faculty of Philology – the Department for the Albanian Language and Literature. All interested persons must have residence in the municipalities of Presevo, Bujanovac and Medvedja for at least two years prior to the announcement of the call for appplications.  The scholarships are awarded for enrolment in basic academic studies at Novi Sad University’s faculties or at Belgrade University’s Faculty of Philology – the Department for the Albanian Language and Literature. 
All persons that meet the following criteria may apply for the scholarship:  

· Thant they are up to 22 years old 

· That they are citizens of the Republic of Serbia

· That they have had residence in the territory of the municipalities of Bujanovac, Presevo or Medvedja for at least two years prior to the announcement of the call for applications

· That they aren’t students of any other faculty in the territory of the Republic of Serbia (including the provinces) 

· That they had excellent marks during four-year secondary school education and  that they didn’t repeat any secondary school years 

· That they can speak Serbian 

· That they didn’t exercise the right to receiving scholarship at any other open competition.  

When applying for the scholarship, all interested persons are obliged to submit the following: 

· Application 

· Curriculum Vitae containing the candidate’s address, landline telephone number, cell telephone number and active e-mail address

· The cover letter consisting of three parts: the first part of the cover letter should provide a clear explanation of the reason why the candidate applying for the scholarship decided to enroll in a specific faculty or faculty’s department. The applicant should write in the second part of the cover letter about how he/she plans to apply the acquired knowledge in the municipality in which he/she lives. He/she should describe in the third part of the cover letter the way in which the acquired knowledge could contribute to the entire local community and to the development of the municipalities of Bujanovac, Presevo or Medvedja.  Those who aren’t in the position to type the cover letter at home may do so at the Coordination Body’s Offices in Presevo and Bujanovac or at the municipal building in Medvedja.   
· Certificate of citizenship (the original or a certified copy thereof, which is less than six months old) – the original is issued by the competent local administration’s body, while the copies are certified by the court or the competent municipal administration.
· Birth certificate - the original is issued by the competent local administration’s body, while its copy is certified by the competent municipal administration.  
· Certificate of residence in the territory of the municipalities of Presevo or Bujanovac and Medvedja, which is issued by the Ministry of Interior’s municipal body or a certified copy of ID card, which includes the requested information on residence, provided the student has it, or  printed information on the residence that is contained in the new ID card. The Coordination Body’s Office reserves the right to check the information. 
· A certified copy of the certificate of secondary school completion (for all four years of secondary school, or for the first three years of secondary school or for the first semester of the fourth year of secondary school for those who are still attending secondary school. The copy is certified by the court or competent municipal administration);
·  If the candidate possesses proofs of the results won in competitions (for those who took part in competitions in any school subject during the four years of education), he/she may submit them as attachments to the obligatory documentation.
The application deadline is 8 days and it starts running on the first day after publishing the call for applications in the „Politika“ daily, which has coverage of the whole territory of the Republic of Serbia.

 The candidates from the municipality of Bujanovac are to submit their applications for the scholarship, along with the attached documents, personally,  to the Coordination Body’s Office in Bujanovac (the building of the municipality of Bujanovac, 115, Karadjordja Petrovica St), while the candidates from the municipality of Presevo are to submit them to the Coordination Body’s Office in Presevo (12, Save Kovacevica St) and the candidates from the municipality of Medvedja to the service center of the local administration body’s building in Medvedja (48, Jablanicka St), in a sealed envelope with the note: THE CALL FOR APPLICATIONS FOR STUDENT SCHOLARSHIPS, DO NOT OPEN UNTIL THE EXPIRY OF THE APPLICATION DEADLINE.  

The application deadline expires at 3 pm on the last day of the application deadline.  
The body receiving the application places the admission stamp on it, as well as the date when the application was received.

Late applications shan’t be taken into consideration, while incomplete and incorrect applications shall be rejected. 

2. Selection of candidates
The procedure of awarding student scholarships begins by adopting the Decision of the Director of the Coordination Body’s Office on announcing the call for applications and by setting up the selection Commission. The selection Commission conducts the procedure of awarding student scholarships in two phases.  

1) In the first stage of the selection procedure, following the expiry of the application deadline, the Commission established under the Director’s Decision draws up a list of the candidates who meet the formal requirements of the call for applications and who will be asked for an interview.

The list of candidates who meet the formal requirements of the call for applications will be posted in the Offices of the Coordination Body in Bujanovac and Presevo, in Municipal Administration’s Body in Medvedja and on the website of the Coordination Body (www.kt.gov.rs). 

2) In the second stage of the selection procedure, the Commission  conducts interviews with all the candidates who meet the formal requirements. During the interview, the Commission will assess the communication skills and the motivation of the candidates to study at the faculties of the University of Novi Sad or at the Faculty of Philology of the University of Belgrade – the Department for the Albanian Language and Literature. .

The Commission shall assess the candidates' motivation by grades ranging from 1 to 3, in the following manner:

· Grade 3 - Highly expressed motivation

· Grade 2 - Moderately expressed motivation

· Grade 1 - Lack of clear motivation

The Commission shall assess the candidates’ communication skills by grades ranging from 1 to 3, in the following way:

Grade 3 - Expressed communication skills

Grade 2 - Moderately expressed communication skills

Grade 1 - Unexpressed communication skills

The interview with the candidates will be conducted no later than five days after the deadline for submission of applications, immediately after the publication of the list of candidates who have met the formal requirements. 

Each candidate who has met the formal requirements will be informed about the exact time and date of the interviews by telephone and by electronic means (e-mail), which will be considered that the candidates were duly asked for the interview. 

The notice will be posted on the website of the Coordination Body (www. kt. gov. rs), on the notice boards of the Coordination Body’s Offices in Bujanovac and Presevo and on the bulletin boards of the municipalities of Presevo, Bujanovac and Medvedja.  

If the candidate fails to appear for the interview at the time at which he/she was called, he/she will be considered to have withdrawn from the scholarship.

Each member of the selection Commission shall individually assess each candidate according to both the criteria. The grades of all the members of the selection Commission for each of the criteria are added and the mean score is calculated. The sum of the average grades for each criterion shall give the total number of points for each candidate. 

If two or more candidates have the same number of points, preference will be given to the candidate who has achieved a higher grade average during the previous years of schooling.

After conducting interviews with the candidates, the Commission shall make a preliminary ranking list of the candidates who will take qualifying (entrance) examinations at the selected faculties.  The list will be displayed in the Offices of the Coordination Body in Bujanovac and Presevo, in the Municipal Administration Body’s building in  Medvedja, on the notice boards of secondary schools and on the website of the Coordination Body (www. kt. gov. rs).
In order for a candidate to be finally selected for scholarship, upon meeting the formal requirements and having an interview, he/she must pass the qualifying exam (entrance exam) for enrollment in the first year of basic studies at some of the faculties of the University of Novi Sad or at the Faculty of Philology of the University of Belgrade – the Department for the Albanian Language and Literature.  
The final decision on awarding scholarships shall be reached by the Director of the Coordination Body, after taking the qualifying examination for enrollment in the first year and only for those candidates who have passed the entrance exam at the University of Novi Sad and the Faculty of Philology of the University of Belgrade – the Department of the Albanian Language and Literature.  
All candidates are obliged to submit to the Coordination Body's Office's commission: 
· Student booklet or a certificate of enrollment in the first year of basic studies at the selected faculty
Based on the said document, the final decision on awarding scholarships is reached by the Director of the Coordination Body’s Office, following the taking of the qualifying examination for enrollment in the first year, only for those candidates who have passed the entrance exam at the faculties of the University of Novi Sad and the Faculty of Philology of the University of Belgrade – the Department of the Albanian Language and Literature, or for those who have formally met the legal regurements. The Coordination Body’s Office shall conculde with the scholars the contracts on scholarships in the 2015/2016 academic year. 
The Coordination Body's Office awards scholarships to the students who meet all the criteria set by the call for applications. The net amount of the scholarship for  the period October 2015 - June 2016 shall be paid into the accounts of scholarship recipients in nine monthly installments.  The montly scholarship amount of 45, 000.00 dinars is provided for the costs of accommodation, food, transportationbe paid for the current year of study in nine monthly installments as of October 2015. 

Scholarships are paid into the bank accounts of the scholarship beneficiaries. 

The payment of the approved scholarship shall be suspended in the event that a candidate spends it improperly, that the candidate  doesn’t fulfill the requirement to enroll in the next semester or fails to meet the requirement for enrollment in the next year of study and if the candidate abandons studying.

The rights and obligations of scholarship beneficiaries are specified in the contract on granting scholarships, which the candidates, upon final decision on the award of scholarships, sign with the Coordination Body’s Office. 

The net amount of monthly scholarship is 45,000 dinars and it is provided for the cost of housing, food, transportation and other living costs of students, as well as for the purchase of books and other materials necessary for studying. The rights and obligations shall be regulated in detail by a contract which the student concludes with the Coordination Body’s Office. The Coordination Body’s Office reserves the right to terminate the contract on scholarship  in the event that a student doesn’t  fulfill his/her obligations under the contract, or if he/she don’t attend lectures and classes, certify the semester and  if he/she don’t pass the exams from the first year, which is required for entry into to the second year, or if he/she leaves the faculty. 
The Coordination Body’s Office shall continue providing scholarships to the selected students in 2016, if:  

· The funds for student scholarships are approved in the 2016 budget 

· The selected student regularly attends classes at the faculty and regularly verifies his/her semesters.

3. Entrance exam:

Each faculty of the University of Novi Sad and the University of Belgrade’s Faculty of Philology – the Department for the Albanian Language and Literature – has its website containing detailed information on: 

· Study  programs  

· The manner of applying  (the documentation that should be submitted, the amount of compensation to be paid, the deadline for submitting applications) 

· Enrollment in the faculty (the documents that should be submitted, the amount of enrollment fee, the enrolment deadline)  

· Books for preparing the entrance exam.
