· Not be in possession of a dual citizenship,

· No previous convictions, and no current criminal or misdemeanour proceedings against him/her (no security issues),

· To be between 18 and 26 years of age

· To have completed 3 years or 4 years of secondary school (by June 2011 at the latest)
· To be mentally and physically fit (to possess mental and physical abilities necessary to conduct police business)

· Minimum height of 163cm for women, and 170cm for men,

We strongly encourage Albanian women to apply.
